Eligibility
Only athletes registered with and in good standing with SSA will be considered for
selection.

Selected athletes must be South African Citizens and in possession of a valid South
African passport and have chosen South Africa as their Sport Nationality.
Athletes must be available to travel to and compete at the 2021 Senior and Junior Africa
Open Water Swimming Championships, Ghana 17 October 2021.
Members selected must abide by the SSA Code of Conduct as appended to the SSA
Constitution and agree to and sign the SSA Athlete / Official Agreement for the Senior and
Junior Africa Swimming Championships.
The SSA Executive Committee reserves the right to amend these criteria and circulate
such amended criteria.
The final team selection is subject to the approval by the SSA Executive Committee.

Athletes must have participated at the 2021 SA National Open Water Swimming

Championships.
