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MATCH FORMAT AND COMPETITION RULES

All matches will be conducted in accordance with the rules of World Aquatics Water Polo.
The World Aquatics Water Polo Rules implemented on 1 July 2025 will apply to all
sections of the tournament. In addition, the competition regulations of Swimming South

Africa will govern the operation of the event.

Teams are encouraged to familiarise themselves with the relevant regulations prior to the
tournament. For full details, participants may refer to the World Aquatics Competition
Regulations. Teams are required to report to the competition desk at least 30 minutes prior

to their scheduled match.

FIELD OF PLAY
The field of play for both the Men’s and Women’s competitions will measure:

25 metres x 20 metres

MATCH DURATION
o Matches will consist of four (4) periods of eight (8) minutes of actual playing time.

e Each period will commence when a player legally touches the ball following the start
signal. The match clock will stop at all signals for stoppages and will restart once the
ball is put back into play.

SHOT CLOCK AND POSSESSION
Under the current rules of World Aquatics:
e Maximum ball possession time has been reduced from 30 seconds to 28 seconds.

e Following corner throws, rebounds, and exclusions, the shot clock is reset to 18
seconds (previously 20 seconds).

INTERVALS
The following intervals will apply during matches:

e 2 minutes between the 1st and 2nd quarters
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e 3 minutes between the 2nd and 3rd quarters (half-time)

e 2 minutes between the 3rd and 4th quarters

Teams, including players, coaches and officials, must change ends before the start of the

third quarter.
